-WHITES-
2008 Yakima Valley Chardonnay:   Chinook’s Chardonnay grapes are grown by two multi-generation Yakima Valley vineyard families who sell us their ‘old vine’ Chardonnay – truly OLD vines. Our typical style of Chardonnay is clean and expressive of the grape’s natural character. Chinook Chardonnay is reminiscent of Granny Smith apples or perhaps a more tropical fruit character. The balance is excellent for Northwest seafood dishes or aged cheddar cheeses such as Cougar Gold from WSU’s Pullman creamery. $17.99 per bottle
2007 Yakima Valley Sauvignon blanc:  Our latest vintage of Sauvignon blanc showcases a couple of spectacular Yakima Valley vineyards. The Newhouse & denHoed families planted these vineyards years ago & the mature vines express the variety and location tremendously. This blend is 4% Semillon to add some depth & flavor. We sort fruit, crush & press very gently to preserve a clean expression of Sauvignon blanc character. Chinook Sauvignon blanc pairs with a variety of savory foods from fresh herbs & vegetables to citrus & seafood. $16.99 per bottle
2007 Yakima Valley Semillon:  Food pairing? Semillon is still our favorite with fish tacos, made with grilled halibut & green salsa; also great with dishes which have an Asian flair& flavors of sesame, soy and cilantro.  This one is fresh, not very heavily oaked & delicious with a variety of savory foods. $14.99 per bottle 
Non-vintage Yakima Valley White Wine III:  NEW BLEND! We know that Chinook is known for its white wines, as well as the drinkable reds. We have blended another simple white blend for your every day enjoyment. Three separate lots of Sauvignon blanc, each very lightly oaked (or unoaked) were blended with 16% Chardonnay to create the third Yakima Valley White. We recommend it for aperitif or with meatless entrees such as vegetable lasagna. $11.99 per bottle

-REDS & ROSÉ-

2008 Yakima Valley Cabernet Franc Rose:    SOLD OUT! Expect release of 2009 Rosé in June, 2010. Fresh, lively & a lovely color Chinook’s classic dry rosé is a Washington summer favorite. This delicious, refreshing wine is a seasonal release for summer/fall.

2005 CHINOOK Yakima Valley Merlot: CHINOOK WINES has been producing Merlot since 1984, and the vintages just get better with age! For the 2005, aging in French oak barrels rounded out the texture and spiced up the Merlot blend: vanilla, dark ripe cherry or pomegranate are some of the interesting mix of flavors you might find in this wine. Natural food affinities are lamb and some fresh or cheddar-type cheeses.  The grapes were grown by two long-time Chinook associates: 50% from Boushey Vineyards & 50% Carter Farm (Prosser).

Yakima Valley Red Wine BLEND XI (Eleven):  This easy-sipping wine is a blend of select vintages of Merlot (40%), Cabernet Franc (31%) and  (surprise!) Lemberger (29%). The latest Yakima Red has a delicious, fruity aroma which reminds us of strawberry jam & other ripe fruits. Some of our favorite pairings include cherry marinated grilled poultry and the cheeses of Mt. Townsend creamery.

2007 Chinook Yakima Valley CABERNET FRANC:  For over 15 years, Chinook has produced a Cabernet Franc from our estate vineyard and selected growers' fruit in the Yakima Valley. The 2007 Cabernet Franc is 100% varietal  and 100% Yakima Valley AVA fruit. Our hands-on, minimal     processing produces a Franc that is soft, drinkable and low    in tannins. This remains the most rustic-styled of our wines. To emphasize the recognizable Cabernet Franc characters (cherries, raspberries, licorice, violets) we choose to age this wine in primarily neutral oak.
